The proceedings started with the opening remarks made by the chairperson who underlined the thematic nature of activities. Multicultural education, multi skill development, constitutional values and wider educational aims formed the theme of activities. Enabling the students adjust in a multicultural society and adapt to socio cultural changes remain long term aim. Decisive norm is sensitization to the issues of inclusion.
